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Abstract
sblreport provides a LaTeX class for producing theses conforming to the style

required by the Society of Biblical Literature. It depends on sblfonts for language
support and biblatex-sbl for referencing.
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1 Introduction
The sblreport class creates a thesis matching the style specified in the Student Supplement
for The SBL Handbook of Style, Second Edition. See https://www.sbl-site.org/
wp-content/uploads/2025/04/SBLHSsupp2015-02.pdf.

The class works with both pdflatex and the Unicode engines, but in order to make
use of the SBL fonts you need to install them and use a Unicode engine (lualatex is
recommended, especially for Hebrew).

This class is not intended to be a general flexible starting point for the requirements
of all theological colleges and seminaries. In such cases you are better off beginning with
the report class and loading biblatex-sbl and (possibly) sblfonts directly. You could use the
code in this class as a guide.

1.1 Usage
Load the class using \documentclass{sblreport}. See sbltex-thesis.pdf in the
documentation directory for an extended usage example.

The following standard commands and environments have been customised for this
class:

• \author, \title, \maketitle

• \tableofcontents, \listoffigure, \listoftables

• \section, \subsection, \subsubsection, \paragraph, \subparagraph

• \appendix

• \footnote

• \caption

• \printbibliography, \printbiblist{abbreviations}

• abstract, quotation, quote
American, Greek and Hebrew are set up using sblfonts (and babel). A different main

language can be chosen by passing the babel language name to the class.

1.2 Acknowledgements
The sblreport class depends on a number of other packages:

• sblfonts (with fontspec, fontenc and babel), biblatex-sbl (with biblatex)

• csquotes, geometry, setspace, ragged2e, fancyhdr

• When \DocumentMetadata is not in use: caption, footmisc, titlesec, titletoc
